Life Sciences quick overview

• Market Value: The global life sciences market was valued at approximately €7.5 trillion in 2023. 

• Growth Rate: The life sciences market is expected to grow at a Compound Annual Growth Rate (CAGR) 

of 8-11.8% over the next five years.

• The life sciences market is constantly evolving, with significant investment in areas like gene editing, 
personalized medicine, and advanced therapies.
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• Temperature-controlled: 30-40% 

• Non-temperature-controlled: 60-70% (This 

encompasses a wider range of products with less 

stringent storage requirements.)
